My first picture I have with a bow in my hand is in the early 1950’s, this very old makeshift bit of equipment went on to be replaced by a Slazenger bow in the late in mid 50’s, which I have today. 
I have always worked with Children from the age of 18, when I started Boy Scout group, in my local village, then in 1967 I formed The Hadleigh Boys Band due to my love of music, This Band grew to about 300 children, and we could march a band of some 120 participants. In 1981 we were a very big professional unit, Playing Internationally, at many famous venues such as the Albert Hall, and Buckingham Palace where I had an audience with The Queen and Cliff Richard. The Band appeared with many famous people and worked with Ester Ransom in That’s Life, Roger Moore in Octopussey and also with Tony Basil in her Records and Videos, there are many more but that’s another Story.

I finally arrived in Archery as a Club member in the late 1980’s, and had the desire to develop the junior section of the Club which has over 60 young archers.  I first became an Archery Leader and went on to be County Coach and CCO development for my County and Region, SCAS which I am today. In 2006 I was awarded Coach of the Year award for Essex, and in 2007 was a recipient of a National Teacher of the Year award.

I have worked nationally for the past 10 years developing junior activity in Schools and Sports Colleges, and wrote with the various education examination bodies the GCSE Archery module, which is part of the Sports examination. I also wrote the Clubmark Club development award, where I administer this today. I have also worked as a Coach with the GB Squad and been with them to shoots around Europe.

Bringing you up to date my projects are to have a more structured TID process, and with recent meetings I have with the PU Director things are looking very positive and exciting, we are also progressing working with Sport Aid to find more funding for Junior Archers who are wishing to develop themselves as a serious contender for the development squad in Junior archery. The Junior Committee all have important roles to fulfil to develop the sport for you, and we hope that you will all benefit from the work we do on your behalf.

Finally I would like to thank my Club and my county Essex, and all the coaches I work with for their valued support they have given me, so that I can perform this duty at National level.
