•	 Each phase of the competition must be com-
pleted in order for an archer to receive the 
points. If they retire before the completion of 
the qualification round, they will not receive 
the points for it. Likewise, if they drop out of 
qualification but continue to shoot the head-to-
heads, they will not get points for either phase 
of the competition.
